Take advantage of an extended week-end to escape to Nunavik. This fishing expedition has been specially designed for those who have very 
little free time and would like to get away with friends for a long weekend of fishing. At your own pace, fly-out on board your seaplane or 
helicopter to fish for Arctic char, lake char, brook trout or landlocked salmon.  
 

 
 



Your Itinerary 

 

Day 1: Arrival at Rapid Lake/Barnoin Camp  Upon arrival at Rapid Lake/Barnoin Camp, 

the manager-owner will welcome you with a cocktail, followed by emission of fishing licenses 

and a presentation of your upcoming itinerary. In the afternoon, you are free to fish. Dinner and 

overnight stay at the lodge. 

 
Day 2: Arctic Char Fishing Excursion  Escape for a day of fishing, flying over a 
magnificent tundra landscape of lakes and rivers as far as the eye can see. You’ll drop down at 
wilderness rivers to fish for some marvellous Arctic char. For your evening meal, enjoy some of 
your day’s catch, smoked, BBQ or sushi style. Overnight stay at the lodge. 

Day 3: Arctic Char, Lake Trout, Brook Trout, Landlocked Salmon Fishing Excursion  
Take off to fish for diverse types of fish. Our rivers offer a variety of fishing grounds, enabling 
us to target the best times to fish based on the desired species. Take advantage of your short 
stay to see polar bears and icebergs along the coasts of Ungava and Labrador. For lunch at 
midday, braise some of your day’s catch over a wood-burning fire. Overnight stay and 
Labrador tea tasting at the lodge. 

Day 4: Return trip. Lunch at the lodge.

the sub-arctic tundra, 1,400 km from Montreal and 150 km 
southeast of Kuujjuaq. The Barnoin River Camp is situated in 

Arctic Quebec 1,500 km north of Montreal and 165 km east of 
Kuujjuaq. Ungava Bay is located less than 40 km north of the 
camp.
